


= PRE-PAYMENT INSTRUCTIONS

Prepayment is not mandatory, but is a great way to receive your
group’s Admission Wristbands before arriving at the event and save
time during the check-in process.

1. The Payment Form and full balance must be received together no later than April 18th
in order to be processed. Requests received after the deadline will be held for pick-up
the day of the trip at the Registration Table. Admission Wristbands will be mailed to the
school address provided on the Payment Form after receipt of payment. The Admission
Wristbands are your admission tickets. No one will be admitted through the Front Gate
without wearing a wristband.

2. Complete the form and mail it and your check (made payable to: The Pennsylvania

4. Admission is $9.00 per student/extra chaperones. Chaperones are free of charge up to a
maximum of one chaperone per 8 students in attendance with your group. The number of
complimentary chaperones changes proportionately with any student number changes. All
adults are considered chaperones whether they are teachers, parents or school volunteers.
Extra Chaperones will be charged the student rate of $9.00. Bus drivers are admitted free
of charge and will be provided with a wristband upon arrival.

S. Pre-payment is suggested for large groups so Admission Wristbands can be distributed on
the bus prior to your arrival.

6. All Schools must check in at the Registration Table in the parking lot upon arrival even
if prepaid. This is the only way the Green & Growing staff will know that all of the sched-
uled groups have arrived.

7. If there are absentees from your group on the day of your trip, the Registered Teacher
must report them at check-in and return unused Admission Wristbands to the Registra-
tion Table at this time in order to receive a refund. Refunds will be mailed after the Green
& Growing event. No refund will be issued unless the unused Admission Wristbands
are returned to the Registration Table on May 2, 2008.

If you require additional wristbands the day of the trip, ONLY the Registered Teacher will
be permitted to purchase additional wristbands at the Registration Table.

8. Be sure everyone is wearing an Admission Wristband BEFORE proceeding to the Front
Gate. No one will be admitted without wearing an Admission Wristband.
